Special Board Meeting 

April 6, 2006
Roger Pennington, President, called the special meeting to order at 6:03pm.  Board members present were Bill Sanders, Tim Falconer, Bryan Tracy, Jeff Dyar and Roger Pennington.  Others present were Rich, Rod, Dan and Jill.  Natalie Miller from Realty Executives, Jack Cain from Air Kwik and Jimmy Faulkner from American La France was there. James Newman, Dave Krupa and Bob Estes were also present.

Additions/Deletions
There were no additions or deletions to the agenda.  Rich did change the order of the items.
Demonstrations from Jack Cain with Air-kwik
Rich introduced Jack Cain from Air –kwik.  He did a presentation on his pressure tank with batch foam mix.  He explained it was made to assist the first person that arrived on scene prior to the engine and to help put out small fires along side of the road.  The board had a few questions and then he wanted to give us a quick demonstration outside.  At this time we adjourned to the outside at 6:15 pm.  
After the demonstration we called the meeting back to order at 6:30pm.  Rich said he could put the purchase & size decision on the next board meetings agenda.  The board agreed with that.

Update on new fire stations and administration building
Natalie Miller was there to present the offer for the Bayfield Center lot.  The seller of the lot said he would take $261,250.00 for his lot and give us $10,000.00 for our lot on 501.  There was lots of discussion on this matter.  Bryan Tracy mentioned of several lots for sale around Bayfield.  After some more discussion Roger P. motioned to turn down the offer for $261,250.00. Bryan T. seconded the motion.  Then there was a discussion period before they voted.  Roger P. amended his motion to make an offer of $250,000.00 and $10,000.00 for our lot.  Bryan T. seconded the amended motion.  All voted and it was approved.
Discussion on property east of town for station #8
Rich let the board know that Kirk Knickerbocker had raised his original offer of $10,000.00 for his lot to $30,000.00.  With this price he would let us tap into his well and we would be able to use 100 gallons a month.  After some discussion Jeff D. motioned to make an offer of $30,000.00 for Kirk K. property with a soil test approval.  Roger P. seconded the motion.  All voted and it was approved.

Discussion on Station #3
Roger asked Bob Estes how we were coming along on station #3.  Bob told him of the progress.  The tearing down of the current station was discussed.  Jeff D. motioned for the Chief to appoint someone to check into the situation of the current building and take care of how it would be removed.  Roger P. seconded the motion.  All voted and it passed.
Discussion on the American La France trucks.

Roger Pennington announced they would be going in to executive session for specialized detail per 2464024b at 8:01pm.

The meeting was called back to order at 8:56pm.

Jeff D. motioned to accept offer from American La France as presented and pending the final terms and written form that we accept these at this time.  Bryan T. seconded the motion.  Rich wanted them to clarify
if at the final acceptance would they be comfortable with Rich and Dirk looking at the final agreement and saying okay or will they need to come back and meet with the board.  Tim said as long as nothing significant changed then it would be fine for them to accept the final agreement.   Jeff D. amended his motion to accept terms as presented by American La France and we will empower the Chief and the attorney to work out the operational details and if they are consistent with those terms then we approve.  Bryan T. seconded the amended motion.  All voted and it passed.
