Special Presentation #1

They also asked for Karola to get some statistics on the issue for them.

Next Rich presented the board with the email from Master Body.  He explained if we bought another truck from them like the one we just purchased we would want to have a twin chassis.  If we order another one next year then we would be buying one with a different chassis.  To solve this problem they have some extra chassis that we can purchase.  Tim asked where we would get the money.  Rich felt like we could use the money in budget line 9165 since we would no longer be using that for St. #5.  After lots of discussion on this Tim F. motioned to authorize the chief to enter into negotiations on the chassis with $20,000.00 down.  Bryan T. seconded the motion.  All voted and it was approved.

Old Business
Live Fire Simulator Update

Rich reported to the board that the live fire simulator is on order and that Los Pinos is going to be going in on the purchase also.  That will bring the amount we pay down to $14,800.00.  It should be here in September. 
Updates on Stations #3, 7 and 8

Bob reported that all the soil reports are done and they all were fine.  We still need to hire Sundale to do 

core drills on the access road at St. #8.  We should also have the survey work for St. #8 in 10 days.  CDOT is also wanting us to resurvey so they know were the access road really is.  We are still waiting on Washington for St. #7 and BP Amoco has not started their construction to the site.  Bob will talk to Pauline about this so they will get started.  The Colorado Division of Water Resources doesn’t want to approve our St #3 until we get proof of water.  We don’t need this because we will be going with a cistern. Bob will be working on this issue.  
Apparatus Axles
Rich reported that we had already taken 3 trucks up and they should be done by next week and then we would take 3 more up and exchange them.
Old Station #2 and PRID  
We have sent a letter out to them and have not heard any response from them.  They have asked us to get a meter on the well there at the new station #2.
