Oath for Office
Since this was the last board meeting for Bill Sander after the old business he left and Bob Niggli came in. Bryan Tracy read the oath to the other board members and they said they agreed with it and signed the oath, except for Jeff Dyar who came in later.  Since Jeff was not there yet Roger P. motioned to table the election of officers till the next board meeting. Tim F. seconded the motion.  All voted and it was tabled.
New Business

Old Station and PRID
Rich explained that PRID was expecting us to give them the old station #2 lot.  Roger has gone back through the minutes of years past to see if there was ever any mention of this or decision made by the board to give them the lot.  Roger said he found nothing of this but was told the old fire chief had told them he would give it to them.  This was at the Patio Restaurant in the presence of Gordy Ratoike.  Roger did find out that the people who donated it to us were Ed & Virginia Lawler.  The land must go back to them or it can be given to another public entity.  Roger believes the Lawlers have passed away.  Rich believes we should put together a letter that explains the situation.  Roger P. motioned to have chief write a letter to explain the land is not ours to give.  Tim F. seconded the motion.  All voted and it was approved.
The chief told the board that Carmen Pond had given her resignation.  His recommendation on hiring was first to hire a temporary employee for three to four months.  Then we would be close to time for hiring more employees.  Then we could test and hire for this position at the same time.  The Board said to go forth with that process.

Old Business
New Credit Card Services with Pine River Valley Bank
Rich explained that the card would be only in Shirley’s name.  It would have the same interest rate as our current card and no annual fee.  There will be 2 cards both in Shirley’s name and one would be kept in the safe.  Roger P. motioned to accept the credit card agreement with Pine River Valley Bank.  Bryan T. seconded the motion.  All voted and it was approved.

Decision Item #1- Live Fire Simulator

Rich brought a video to show to the board.  After some questions from the board Roger P. motioned to approve the two agency purchase of the live fire simulator.  Tim F. seconded the motion.  All voted and it was approved.  Rich did say it would be contingent on Durango Fire purchasing also.
Updates on Stations #3, 7 and 8

Bob Estes reported that he had met with Kirk Knickerbocker and he said that he and his wife had gone over the contract and they did not see anything wrong with it.  He would stop by Dirk’s office the next day.  The soil reports were done on station #3 and they were waiting for the mineral reports.  After that then they can go forth with a building permit.  The architects want the board to make a division on whether we would like to go with steel post and framing or wood.  Wood is more efficient and cheaper.  The board gave Bob direction to go forth with the wood posts and framing.  We still are waiting on St. #7 and it will be a maximum of 60 days.  
Apparatus Axles
Rich has a letter from American La France.  He reported to the board that he and Dirk were wanting language in the letter for the warranty work that they will do and the OEM for brakes, suspension and axels.
Administration Building Property
Rich reported that the survey was done and the stakes were in. The board also asked about renting some admin offices for now.  Rich gave them some ideas that he had.  No decisions were made.

Rich read through and commented on his written report. Tim mentioned that the donations given for burns needed to go to the auxiliary.  The board had a question of if the limit was $2,000.00 or $500.00.  Rich said he would find that out and let them know at the next board meeting.

Rich gave an update on the audit.  He said the auditors were very pleased with some of the changes we had made.  Rich asked them to come and make a presentation on the audit so the board could ask questions.  Rich’s recommendation was to invite them back for a mid-year audit to look at a couple of things.  They could test some things like the purchase orders and cafeteria plans to make sure that all those things are going okay.  The board felt like that was a great idea.
